This pictorial lecture will describe the origins of computer
animation from cartoon 2D cel animation to 3D photorealistic
techniques. Using Pixar as an example, the process of creating
a full length computer animated film will be illustrated. Why has
this technology been so successful? As computer technology
continues to improve, what will be next? Will small companies
be able to compete with major studios?

Donald P. Greenberg Ph.D is an internationally recognized pioneer in
computer graphics. He is currently the Director of the Program of Computer
Graphics at Comell University. During his 40 years at Comeil as a leading
researcher and educator, he has authored hundreds of articles, and mentored
many oftoday's prominent computer graphic artists and animators. Five former
students have won Academy Awards for Scientific or Technical Achievements,
five have won the SIGGRAPH Achievement Award, and many now work for
top animation studios

Dr Greenberg was the founding director of the National Science Foundation of
America Science and Technology Center for Computer Graphics and Scientific
Visualization when it was created in 1991, Early in
his career, he helped establish Hannah Barbara's
first Animation Studio that produced The Flintstones
and The Jetsons. Much of Dr. Greenberg's work has
shaped the computer graphics industry and has
been the backbone of the cutting-edge software
used in the industry today. In addition to his teaching
activites, Dr Greenberg continues his commitment
1o research, which is supported by industry icons,
SKG Dreamworks and Pixar. In 1987, Greenberg
received the Steven Anson Coons Award - the most
= B prestigious award in the field of computer graphics.
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
