M.PHIL AND PH.D. THESES

1. OVERALL ASSESSMENT

(a) One of the following categories is usually applicable:
(i)       Thesis is unsatisfactory

(b)  In making a recommendation please note the following:
(i) For all Ph.D. candidates, oral examinations are compulsory;

(ii) For M.Phil. candidates, Examiners may wish to examine a candidate’s knowledge further, through an oral examination;

(iii) For M.Phil. and Ph.D. theses, Examiners may recommend the award of such degrees with “High Commendation”;

(iv) For M.Phil. theses of exceptional standard and potential for further work, Examiners may recommend the transfer of the candidate’s registration to the Ph.D degree.

(i) Are the objectives clearly stated?  Is the scope of the research appropriate for the M.Phil. and Ph.D. degree?

(i) Is the research design satisfactory?  Are the research methods sound?

(i) Is the thesis written in a clear, effective and approved manner?
