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Important Notes for Level I 

1. At Level 1, you are required to do an academic writing course, either FOUN 1001 (English for Academic Purposes) FOUN 1106 (Academic English for Research Purposes). 

Students with a Grade I or II in CAPE Communication Studies are to do FOUN 1106 (Academic English for Research Purposes).

All other students will do FOUN 1001 (English for Academic Purposes) and are required to take the English Language Proficiency Test (ELPT) except for persons with the following qualifications:

· Grade 1 in CXC General Proficiency English A
· Grade A in Cambridge GCE O-Level English
· Grade A or B in Cambridge GCE A-Level
· Grade I or II in CAPE Communication Studies
· Grade B or above in a College English course from an approved University

Students who pass the ELPT go on to do FOUN 1001 (English for Academic Purposes). 

If, for some reason, you cannot do FOUN 1001 or FOUN 1106 in Semester 1 of Year 1, you can do it in the Summer Programme or in Semester 1 of Year 2, and will do one of the following to fill the gap in Year 1:

(a) a compulsory Level 2 course in Year 1, Semester 2), or
(b) a pre-requisite needed for a Minor, or
(c) a co-curricular (COCR) course (ideal for persons who received exemptions with no credit from Level 1 courses) Co-curricular courses can only count toward Level I credits.


2. At Level 1, you are also required to do a Mathematics course - ECON 1003 – Mathematics for Economics I. 

All students are required to do a Mathematics Proficiency Test (MPT) except for persons with: 
· a Pass at GCE or CSEC Additional Mathematics
· a Pass at GCE A’Level Mathematics
· a Pass at AS Mathematics
· Mathematics for Business Purposes (Global Campus)*
· Business Management Mathematics (Global Campus)*
· Certificate in Business Management (Global Campus)*
· Certificate in Administrative Professional Office Management (Global Campus)*

· Students who PASS the MPT can go on to register for ECON 1003-Mathematics for Economics I
· Students who FAIL the MPT should register for ECON 0001-Mathematics for Social Sciences to qualify to do ECON 1003. 

*Global Campus graduates should apply to be exempted from ECON 0001. Please email STA-Economics.Department@sta.uwi.edu for guidance.

Once approved, exemptions will be recorded on your transcript as:
EC – exemption with credit
EX – exemption with no credit

If you obtained an exemption with no credit (EX), you may need to do an elective to satisfy the credit requirements for the degree. Please consult the Department by emailing sta-deptmgmt@uwi.edu or visit the Department’s Main Office, which is located just south of the Learning Resource Centre on Campus.


4. Foreign Language Requirement
[bookmark: _Hlk143024685]Students who matriculated into The University with a foreign language obtained at CSEC (Grade I or II before 1998 OR Grade I, II or III after 1998) or CAPE Unit I or II (Grades I to V) or an equivalent, shall be exempted from this requirement and shall receive no credit. 

These students will be required to complete both FOUN 1210 - Science, Medicine and Technology in Society AND FOUN 1101 – Caribbean Civilization.

Important Notes for Levels 2 and 3

Planning at this level is key! Create a roadmap for success. For example: 

· You must pass ECON 1003 (Mathematics for Economics I) or ECON 1005 (Intro to Statistics) in your 1st year to do MGMT 2023 (Financial Management I) in your 2nd year.

· MGMT 2023 one of three pre-requisites required for MGMT 3031 (Business Strategy & Policy) which is a compulsory Level 3 course for the degree.

Failure to plan well can result in staying an additional year to complete the degree.

Check pre-requisites for Year 2 and 3 compulsory courses in the Course Descriptions section of the most recent Faculty Handbook

Electives

Electives are courses of your choosing. For this degree, you have three (3) options.

Option 1
Your degree can accommodate thirteen (13) electives, but they must be selected as follows:

1. You must select any three (3) Level 2 and/or Level 3 Department of Management Studies courses
2. Plus any other ten (10) Level 2 and/or 3 courses either within the Department or outside of the Department. If you are choosing courses from another Department, double-check course pre-requisites.
To choose your electives, browse the Course Descriptions section of the most recent Faculty Handbook. It contains the full list of courses offered by the four (4) departments of the Faculty: Management Studies, Economics, Political Sciences, and Behavioural Sciences.

Notes:
Level 1 courses begin with the number 1, for example, MGMT 1001 (Intro to Management)

Level 2 and 3 courses begin with 2 and 3, respectively. For example:
· Level 2 course - MGMT 2006 Management Information Systems 
· Level 3 course – MGMT 3031 Business Strategy and Policy

COCR or co-curricular courses CANNOT be used to satisfy Level 2 or 3 credit requirements.

Option 2 – Minors
This degree can accommodate two (2) Minors. Minors are concentrations in a subject area and consist of five (5) courses. Browse the section on Minors in the Faculty Handbook
Planning for a Minor should begin as early as Year 1, as you will need to double-check each course in the Minor for any pre-requisite requirements. To pursue the minor, register for the courses when they are offered, typically from Year 2. Once you have satisfied all of the courses for the minor or if you are near completion:

-	Faculty of Social Sciences (FSS) students are required to fill out a Declaration of Minors Form in the final semester of their final year.
-	Non-FSS students are to write to the Dean of their respective Faculties requesting permission to declare the Minor. This should be done in the final semester of their final year.

Option 3 – A Double Major
Candidates who are interested in pursuing a Double Major should seek guidance from an Advisor or visit the Department’s main office.

Number of Credits Required to Graduate

To graduate you must have completed at least 30 (3-credit) courses inclusive of your compulsory courses:
· 10 courses at Level 1,
· 20 courses at Levels 2 and 3.


PROGRAMME CONTENT

FULL-TIME students are normally required to do a maximum of 5 courses each semester.
PART-TIME students are normally required to do a maximum of 4 courses each semester.
The minimum number of courses a student can do each semester is 2.


If a course is offered in both Semesters 1 and 2, you may choose the semester in which you wish to do the course.
