INFORMATION AND GUIDELINES: MIXED MEDIA POSTER COMPETITION

The poster presentation should be approachable at these levels:

• A presentation that addresses the theme “Pursuing Development through Diversification” 
• A presentation method that would clearly indicate the objectives of your presentation and the

nature of your conclusions

• Guidelines for abstracts are as follows:
􀂾 Abstract must be limited to 250 words

􀂾 Abstract must include the theme/ title of project, authors, name of school and contact information

General

Who may submit a poster – Any Sixth form or Fifth form class within Trinidad and Tobago.

How to enter

Register in advance with Ms. Cindy James (cote@sta.uwi.edu),  e-mail the following information:

I. Student Team: Name of the team, Team member names and contact information – email

addresses and phone numbers, with one team member designated as team captain

II. School Affiliation: Name of School, Mailing Address and Phone Number

III. Title of Poster: Title, with a descriptive paragraph that details the content of the poster

IV. Supervisor: Teacher/ Administrator’s name and contact information – email address and phone

number

DEADLINES TO NOTE:

Teams must pre-register for workshop no later than Friday 13th September 2013
Each registered team is required to participate in a Mixed Media Poster Making Workshop on Saturday 
14th September 2013 1:00pm, Centre for Creative Arts, Gordon Street, St Augustine.
Abstracts must be submitted no later than Friday 20th September, 2013 i.e. one week after mixed media 
poster workshop.

Notices for Acceptance – 24th September 2013
Submission of Posters – Friday 4th and Saturday 7th October 2013
Posters will be presented to judges on Thursday 10th October to a panel of judges.

Rules
· Each School may present a maximum of two (2) posters. 

· Each poster must be the work of a team, which can comprise of any number of students from the same school.

· The poster concept and design and any photos or artwork used must be the original work of the team entering.

· All submissions must have the ability to be hung.

· Posters must not exceed 4feet  x 4feet  in size, including border 
· The poster must include at least three (3) 3-dimensional components.

· The following information must be included on the back of the poster: Team Name and Institution, Mailing address, e-mail address and phone number.

· Please do not include glass, tacks, staples or any other breakable or sharp objects with your entry.

Prizes 
1st Prize - $2000.00 and School Challenge Trophy 

2nd Prize - $1500.00

3rd Prize -$1000.00

The selection of the winning presentations will be based on: 

· The clarity of your poster 

· The completeness of your work

· Innovative design

Best Poster will be selected on the basis of: 1. the level of adherence to the rules on the “preparation

of the poster” and 2. the explanation of poster to the Panel of Judges.

Facilities Display

Two panels are available for display of each poster 4 ft × 4 ft. To fit comfortably within the poster frame

posters must not exceed 4 ft × 4 ft.

You may prepare handouts for distribution at the meeting. The handouts should be directly related to

the topic of the poster, and it must not contain any advertising.

Preparation of the Poster

a. The official language for the posters is English

b. Aspects of the poster may be digitally printed, but not in its entirety. Poster can include: ‐
• Relief elements (i.e. objects and part of the poster may be raised and come off the original flat surface of the poster – example, pop‐ups, embossing, textured surfaces, use of other materials such a fabric, plastic, etc.

• As far as possible recycle materials such as tissue paper rolls, match boxes, foil, bottle caps, pins etc. can be used.

• Perishable items should NOT be used.

• All pieces must be completed and dried. All attachments must be secure.

• All incomplete and / or wet pieces will be disqualified.

• Poster must be lightweight, portable and mountable.

c. Posters should be readable from a distance of 4 feet. For adequate visibility, capital letters should be at least 3/8 inch (1 cm) high after enlargement to full poster size.

Photographs/ Illustrations should be a minimum of 8 × 8 inches (20 ×20 cm).

d. The title should be displayed clearly across the top in large letters. Beneath the title, and in smaller print, the name of the presenters and the institution in which the work was done.

e. Verbiage should be kept to a minimum. Written statements should be in large print, which is easily readable from a distance of 4 feet.

f. An abstract, which includes a brief summary of what the presentation is depicting, may be included.
