About Trinidad and Tobago
Trinidad and Tobago are the southernmost islands of the Caribbean archipelago, and are geologically an extension of the South American continent. Trinidad is separated from Venezuela by the seven (7) mile (11km) straits of the Gulf of Paria. 

The territory enjoys a tropical climate with average maximum temperatures of 32°C, (89°F). Tobago's temperatures are cooler, owing to the more constant north east trade winds. There is a dry season from January to May and a wet season from June to December.

Trinidad and Tobago has the most diversified and industrialized economy in the English-speaking Caribbean. After a period of radical economic adjustment under IMF and World Bank supervision, the government economic policy is well in line with prevailing market principles: trade liberalization, open market-driven economy, rationalization of the public sector, promotion of private enterprise and foreign investment, and development of exports and tourism.
